Memorandum of Mutual Understanding
between -
the Independent Institute for Monitoring the Formation of Civil Society,
the Institute of Strategic and Regional Studies under the President of the
Republic of Uzbekistan
and
The “Institute of Global Engagement” (USA)

Preamble

The Independent Institute for Monitoring the Formation of Civil Society (henceforth
NIMFOGO), the Institute of Strategic and Regional Studies under the President of
the Republic of Uzbekistan (ISRS) and the Institute for Global Engagement (IGE),
hereinafter referred to as the Parties:

Guided by the fundamental agreements between the Republic of Uzbekistan and
the United States of America on development of mutually beneficial cooperation,
universally recognized norms of international law, and the laws of the Republic of
Uzbekistan and the United States of America;

Considering the important role of research institutes in developing and
strengthening bilateral relations between the Republic of Uzbekistan and the United
States of America;

Seeking the deepening of understanding of the objective situation in the field of
religious freedom in Uzbekistan and striving towards ensuring it;

Agree to adhere to the following principles within the framework of the activities
mentioned below:

Article 1. Principles

Taking into account that everyone has the right to freedom of religion, belief and
conscience;

Realizing that believers of any confessions or non-believers can contribute to the
well-being of society, as well as assemble freely, research the relevant holy texts,
~and freely express their faith, within the Parties’ national legislation and in
accordance with the principle of the rule of law;

Considering that sustainable religious freedom must be socially owned by society
"bottom up", and legally protected by the government from the "top down";

Acknowledging that any kind of partnership should be based on universally
recognized values, taking into account the interests of the parties;

Respecting different historical, cultural and legal development perspectives of the
Republic of Uzbekistan and the United States of America;

The Parties agree to carry out mutually beneficial and equal cooperation, mutual
visits and contacts, hold bilateral consultations, and develop plans for detailed
actions of cooperation on specific activities, including research on issues of mutual
interest.
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Article 2. Actions

Establishment of an informal bilateral multi-sectoral working group to advise on
implementation of this Memorandum.

Exchange of scientific and analytical literature, publications, informational
materials, and printed sources which shall promote better mutual understanding of
the state of religious freedom, belief or conscience in the Republic of Uzbekistan and
the United States of America. ’

Promote the mutual exchange of delegations and experts from the research and
religious organizations in the Republic of Uzbekistan and the United States of
America seeking to:

- support activities to discuss issues of ensuring religious freedom, the rule of law
and social stability through organization of conferences, seminars and workshops;

- promote the establishment of partnerships between scientific and analytical
institutions and "think tanks" of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the United States of
America to create a mechanism for cooperation in the exchange of visits of scientists
and researchers, including those studying religious topics;

- cooperate in developing "pilgrimage tourism” in Uzbekistan, as well as "public
diplomacy" between the Republic of Uzbekistan and the United States of America to
meet the spiritual, religious and historical and cultural needs of believers.

Article 3. Terms Qf the Memorandum

The present Memorandum is designed to develop equal cooperation between and
among NIMFOGO, ISRS and IGE such that the Parties can exchange skills and
experience in order to achieve the objectives of the present Memorandum;

The cooperation of the Parties on the basis of the present Memorandum should
be based on the openness and transparency in order to achieve a common vision of
research goals and objectives, a clear understanding of the role and expectations of
the Parties;

The present Memorandum shall ensure the possibilities for the build-up of the
Parties’ potential in exchange with methodological skills, knowledge about local
specificities, and development of scientific knowledge.

Article 4. Conditions of Information exchange between Parties

Information received by the Parties within the framework of the present
Memorandum cannot be transferred to the third party without the written consent of
" the Party that provided this information.

Article 5. Cost allocation

The Parties undertake mutual efforts in order to promote joint research projects
on issues of mutual interest;

Each joint project and its funding shall be considered on an individual basis and
ratified by separate protocol signed by the Parties within the framework of the present
Memorandum.
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Article 6. Validity of the Memorandum

The present Memorandum can be terminated by either Party by a written notice to
the other party of not less than three (3) months prior to termination.

Article 7. Duties of the Parties

As the Parties of this agreement NIMFOGO, ISRS and IGE are obliged to follow
all of the above mentioned articles to sustain deeper mutual understanding and
respect between two countries, while providing a stable environment for the formation
and strengthening of unbiased information about religious freedom in both
Uzbekistan and the USA.

Article 8. Settlement of disputes

In case of disputes arising out of the interpretation of the terms of this
Memorandum, they shall be settled by way of consultations and negotiations.

Article 9. Legal status of the Memorandum

This Memorandum is not an international treaty and does not create rights and
liabilities for the Parties. ‘

Article 10. Amendments and addenda to the Memorandum

With the consent of the Parties, additions and amendments can be made to this

Memorandum.
